Margo Milleret’s book "Latin American Women On/In Stages" includes discussion of the works of several Brazilians--Consuelo de Castro, Leilah Assumpção, Maria Adelaide Amaral, and Isis Baião. The book was published in October 2004 by SUNY Press. Here is the short summary from the back. While a feminine perspective has become more common on Latin American stages since the late 1960s, few of the women dramatists who have contributed to this new viewpoint have received scholarly attention. Latin American Women On/In Stages examines twenty-four plays written by women living in Argentina, Brazil, Chile, Costa Rica, Mexico, Puerto Rico, and Venezuela. While all of the plays critique the restraints placed on being female, several also offer alternatives that emphasize a broader and healthier range of options. Margo Milleret, using an innovative comparative and thematic approach, highlights similarities in the techniques and formats employed by female playwrights as they challenged both theatrical and social conventions. She argues that these representations of women's lives are important for their

creativity and their insights into both the personal and public worlds of Latin America.

PROGRAM NOTES

The six-week program runs from June 25th until August 6th. Classes are held at the Instituto Brasil-Estados Unidos (IBEU), located in the heart of the Copacabana section. A highly regarded

center for language instruction, IBEU provides pleasant classrooms, an Internet-equipped language laboratory, a library, and excellent Brazilian instructors of Portuguese language.

Brazilian culture is given by outstanding lecturers, who make presentations on a variety of subjects. Four levels of language instruction are provided. Student placement is determined by oraland written tests as well as by previous study.

GENERAL EDUCATION AND SUMMER REQUIREMENTS

The course is designed to fulfill 6 hours of UF academic requirements, generally 3 hours of language credit and 3 hours of culture credit. With prior approval, students may apply their course work toward summer residency, general education requirements, electives, and major/minor requirements for graduation.  Students are required to receive academic approval

for their participation in the program PRIOR to participation. Credits earned on the program are transferred to UF, but grades are not computed in students' GPA.

ELIGIBILITY

Participating students must be at least 18 years of age, be a second- semester freshman or beyond, have a 2.5 GPA on a 4.0 scale.  Students must also have taken at least one year of

Portuguese (or have taken an intensive course in Portuguese).

HOUSING

All students live with Brazilian hosts, who are matched with special care and requested to speak only Portuguese with their American guests.  All host families live within easy reach of

IBEU. Two meals a day are typically provided by the host Brazilian family. Most students prefer to eat lunch out. Arrangements for special meals, dietary needs or health concerns (such as smoking) should be made in advance and must be requested in the housing questionnaire provided by Study Abroad Services.

TRANSPORTATION/TOURISM

IBEU is located a few blocks from the beach.  There are opportunities for accompanied excursions, which may include Parati, Petropolis, Rio's historic center, Sugar Loaf, and

Corcovado (excursion fees will apply in some cases).

Public transportation in Rio is reasonable and readily available. Bus travel between cities is very comfortable. Air travel takesone to principal cities such as São Paulo, Porto Alegre, and

Recife. Students wishing to visit other areas of Brazil should check with their US travel agent, prior to departure, about air passes in Brazil.

COSTS

The program cost for summer 2005 is anticipated to be about $2500.  The program cost will include tuition, housing and some meals,  MEDEX insurance, related program expenses, on-site

orientation, language and culture instruction, and several local excursions.

Airfare to Rio de Janeiro is NOT included. Upon arrival, IBEU group buses will pick up students at the airport (cost included and non-refundable). Further local excursions may be made

available to students upon request at an additional cost. Major medical health insurance coverage while outside of the United States is MANDATORY. Verification of major medical health

insurance coverage that meets UF standards is required.

UF FEES

A $250 deposit toward the total cost is required at the time of application, of which $50 is non-refundable. The remaining fees are due no later than 30 days prior to departure. Students

receiving financial aid may defer payment for up to 60 days after departure. Program fees will be refunded only in the event of a documented medical emergency.

FINANCIAL AID

University of Florida students needing financial aid for study abroad should apply through UF Student Financial Aid Affairs. Partial scholarships for UF students are available on a

competitive basis through the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences, the Honors Program, and the International Center. Limited scholarships are also available through the Department of

Romance Languages and Literatures and the Center for Latin American Studies (Alfred E. Hower Scholarship). Graduate students eligible for FLAS are encouraged to apply by the March 1st deadline to guarantee a place in the program. All but $50 of the service fee to UF can be refunded up to the date of the FLAS scholarship award notification. Non-UF students needing financial aid must apply to their home institution. 

PASSPORT

All US citizens must have a valid passport and a tourist visa for Brazil. Non-US citizens, who will be traveling on their non-US passports, should check with the Brazilian embassy or their own embassy for details. Deadline March 1, 2005

The theoretical bases for the conference will include 1) an exploration of Philip Jenkin's notion of a dynamic new, but highly conservative, "Southern Christianity," witnessed in contemporary Latin America and Africa; 2) a consideration of the theories of religious pluralism within the context of rational-choice theory, in terms of which religions are associated withwhich forms of individual and group social progress or mobility; and 3) an assessment of not only domestic religious syncretism and hybridity, but also the "globalization" of recent global trends in religion, such as the adaptation of televangelism in Brazil, transformed into a global expansion of the new hybrid forms of broadcasting conducted by the Igreja Universal do Reino de Deus in Brazil, Mozambique and elsewhere.

These special section panels are in addition to the regular general LASA panels and are approved by the section leadership. Unlike proposals submitted for the general Congress Program, proposals for Section sessions are accepted as submitted by the Section chairs, and their inclusion in the program is guaranteed, provided that all information is submitted by the specified deadline.

Please note that this communication deals only with the topic of our Brazil Section panels. Information about the general panels can be obtained by visiting http://lasa.international.pitt.edu/ or by consulting recent issues of the LASA Forum newsletter.

At this time we wish to issue a call for the Brazil Section panel proposals. Proposals should include a minimum of four and a maximum of six papers. Please include the name of the panel 

organizer, the chair, the presenters (again, four to six), and one discussant. Also include a 50-75 word description of the session and a brief abstract of each paper. Proposals may be in English, Portuguese, or Spanish.

The deadline for proposals is Friday, March 11, 2005. Please e-mail your proposals and any questions to the Brazil Section chairs, Kenneth P. Serbin and Tânia Pellegrini, respectively at 

kserbin@sandiego.edu and Tânia Pellegrini at tpelleg@uol.com.br. 

No submissions by regular mail will be accepted.

Proposals will be evaluated by the members of the Brazil Section Council. The selected panels will be announced in late March,thus affording to proposals not selected the opportunity of being 

included for consideration as a general LASA panels (with a deadline of April 1).

The Brazil Section Council and the co-chairs highly encourage panel organizers to keep in mind LASA expectations for these special sessions. Sessions can take the form of alternative formats, i.e., not the traditional panel format.  These may be workshops or roundtables (including the addition of a special speaker or an author-meets-critics session focusing on a book relevant to Section members). Roundtables provide an ideal opportunity for dialogue, for discussion of ideas before they are in article-ready form, and for more people to be involved in the program.

In light of the 2006 congress theme “De-Centering Latin American Studies,” we particularly urge session organizers to consider devising panels in which at least some of the presenters will 

speak Portuguese.

Section members may be involved in both general Congress sessions and Section sessions.  However, the roles each individual may have at the Congress are limited.  Normally a participant may perform two roles only at the Congress. However, an individual participating in a panel organized by a LASA Section may present a paper in that session, and may have two additional roles in the General Program.  Nevertheless, only one paper may be presented during the Congress. 

Session organizers must ensure that all participants are paid members of LASA and pre-registered for the Congress.

Sections may choose to co-sponsor sessions.  The session will count toward the allotment of one Section or the other. One arrangement is to have a two-Congress co-sponsorship, with the 

joint session counting toward one Section in one Congress and toward the other Section at the subsequent Congress.

Presenters residing in Latin America should keep in mind that they can apply for travel support, which includes round-trip travel and may include partial funding for other travel-related expenses depending on the source of the grant. (Please see the respective attachment.) The Brazil Section Council may also consider supplementary requests for travel support from its own 

fund to assist those Latin American residents who did not receive LASA general funding. (Another communication will be sent out on this topic.) Note that LASA also makes available Lecturing Fellowships. (Please see the respective attachment.) Panel organizers should indicate whether any of their participants will be applying to the LASA funds and/or requesting supplemental funds from the Section. Note that acceptance of a paper or panel or an invitation to participate does not guarantee funding from LASA or the Brazil Section. BACKGROUND: In 1808, the Portuguese emperor João VI and his entire court fled Lisbon for Brazil to escape the invading armies of Napoleon. With the court came a high regard for intellectual and cultural endeavors, including a great interest in music. This conference will bring together a distinguished group of musicologists, historians, journalists, and writers to discuss 

this extraordinary moment in Latin American history. The symposium will kick off at 9:15 a.m. on Monday, March 7, 2005, with a lecture by Prof. Gérard Béhague, a world-famous musicologist and a distinguished member of the UT faculty. The keynote address will be given by a leading scholar of Brazilian history and culture, Kenneth Maxwell of Harvard University, on Tuesday, March 8, beginning at 3:45 P.M. 

The symposium will end that evening with a performance of the Missa de Nossa Senhora da Conceição, Mass for Our Lady of the Conception in the Bates Recital Hall by the UT Chamber Singers with soloists and orchestra, directed by Prof. James Morrow. This is a massive work, scored for mixed choir, full orchestra, and six soloists, and is widely regarded as composer  José 

Maurício Nunes Garcia's masterpiece. The Missa also shows a side of Latin America that is urbane, cosmopolitan, and based in highly developed urban cultures. Despite its significance, the 

Missa was last performed in its entirety in 1810. For nearly two centuries the original score lay buried in an archive in Rio de Janeiro. Some ten years ago an enterprising young Brazilian 

musicologist, Ricardo Bernardes, reconstructed the Missa from original documents and published a critical edition of the work sponsored by FUNARTE, the Brazilian equivalent of the National Endowment for the Arts. 

This will be the first time the Missa has ever been performed outside of Brazil and the first time for it to be performed in its entirety since 1810. This concert not only crowns the symposium, but also forms part of the Artes Américas series, organized by the UT Performing Arts Center, which seeks to give Latin American performance arts greater visibility in the United States. 

This program is organized by the Teresa Lozano Long Institute of Latin American Studies and the School of Music with support from the College of Liberal Arts, the Provost's Office, the Performing Arts Center, the College of Fine Arts and the Brazil Center of LLILAS.

Session Abstract

Within leftist social policy in contemporary Brazil, initiatives emphasizing direct citizen involvement in governmental decision-making and the decentralization of state power proliferate.  Examples of so-called “participatory democracy” have been implemented in most of Brazil’s larger cities, including Belém, Belo Horizonte, Campinas, Porto Alegre, Recife and São Paulo, and have emphasized citizen involvement in multiple dimensions of municipal policy and planning.  In all cases, such initiatives have been undertaken in settings where representative 

(plebiscitary) government is firmly established.  To date, social science scholarship on participatory democracy has focused on implications for further democratic consolidation, for the lines dividing state and civil society, and for the public sphere (or spheres) constituting post-authoritarian, post-transition Brazilian society.  Largely missing from this scholarship, however, have been ethnographic inquiries into participatory democracy from the perspective of its participants or represented subjects.  The proposed panel aims to remedy this lacuna.

This panel brings together ethnographic accounts of participatory democracy in contemporary Brazil, focusing on the intersection between daily life, personal histories, and calls to participatory citizenship.  Of particular interest is the question of how ordinary citizens respond to discursive incitements to view themselves in a new relationship to the state, and how these responses are mediated by racial, ethnic, gendered and sexual identities.  Papers will ethnographically examine diverse spheres of everyday social life (neighborhood  politics, education, church, work, home life, etc.) in which Brazilians face incitements to a new (or at least newly named) participatory citizenship.  Papers will address the following questions, among others:  How have ordinary people and community groups linked to social movements experienced initiatives in participatory democracy?  Do calls to direct civic participation 

occasion a new felt relationship between citizen and government?  Does participation, for example, lead to greater accountability and governmental transparency, thereby combating the ancient evils of clientelism?  Or, is direct democracy experienced as an ideological ruse to shift responsibility for social welfare onto the shoulders of unpaid citizens?  How can ethnographic accounts inform, challenge, and deepen discussions in political science and political philosophy about the forms of government power (decentralized or not) and public space opened up by 

participatory democracy?

Consistent with this year’s conference theme, this panel will pay close attention to the question of decentralization, with papers bringing ethnographic perspectives to bear on the peculiar and 

under-studied resonance between participatory democracy’s emphasis on decentering state power -- heralded by democratic theorists as the vanguard expression of a radical leftist politics -- and the decentralization logics of neoliberal economics and development discourses on sustainability.

Submissions should come in the form of a short abstract (maximum of 250 words) describing the research to be presented.  Each presenter will have 10-15 minutes, with time bracketed for both 

paper-specific feedback as well as discussion of broader emergent themes.  Papers will be discussed by a Jeffrey Rubin, a scholar of social movements, democracy, and citizenship in Latin America, from Boston University.  Brazilian social scientists are strongly encouraged to submit papers.  (Presenters residing in Latin America may apply to LASA for travel support, which includes round-trip travel and may include partial funding for other travel-related expenses depending on the source of the grant.)  Papers should either be in English or Portuguese.

Resumo da Sessão

Nas políticas sociais de esquerda no Brasil contemporâneo, proliferam iniciativas enfatizando o envolvimento direto do cidadão em tomadas de decisão do governo e a descentralização do 

poder do Estado.  Exemplos da chamada “democracia participativa” foram implementadas na maioria das grandes cidades brasileiras, incluindo Belém, Belo Horizonte, Campinas, Porto Alegre, Recife e São Paulo, e enfocam o envolvimento do cidadão em dimensões múltiplas das políticas e do planejamento municipais. Em todos os casos, estas iniciativas foram realizadas num cenário onde o governo representativo (plebiscitário) estava firmemente estabelecido.  Até este momento, os estudos de democracia participativa em ciências sociais têm enfatizado as implicações para uma maior consolidação democrática, para as linhas que dividem a sociedade de Estado e civil e para a esfera pública (ou esferas) que constituem a sociedade brasileira pós-autoritária e pós-transitória.  Uma grande lacuna nestes estudos é em relação a questões etnográficas da democracia participativa, da perspectiva de seus participantes ou sujeitos representantes. O painel proposto tem como objetivo preencher este vazio. 

Este painel traz relatos etnográficos de democracia participativa no Brasil contemporâneo, com ênfase na intersecção entre vida cotidiana, histórias pessoais e chamados para a cidadania 

participativa. De particular interesse é a questão da forma como cidadãos comuns respondem a estímulos discursivos para que se vejam numa nova relação com o Estado, e como estas respostas são mediadas por identidades raciais, étnicas, de gênero e sexuais. Os artigos examinarão etnograficamente diversas esferas da vida social cotidiana (política comunitária, educação, igreja, trabalho, vida doméstica) onde os brasileiros enfrentam estímulos para uma nova (ou pelo menos assim chamada agora) cidadania participativa.  Os artigos abordarão as seguintes questões, entre outras: De que forma pessoas comuns e grupos comunitários ligados 

a movimentos sociais vivenciaram iniciativas de democracia participativa. Os chamados à participação cívica direta leva a um sentimento de nova relação entre cidadão e governo? A 

participação leva, por exemplo, a uma maior accountability e transparência do governo, combatendo assim os antigos males do clientelismo?   Ou a democracia direta é vivida como um artifício ideológico para transferir a responsabilidade do bem-estar social para os ombros de cidadãos não-pagos? De que forma relatos etnográficos podem informar, desafiar e aprofundar discussões de ciências políticas e filosofia política sobre formas de poder governamental (descentralizado ou não) e sobre o espaço público aberto pela democracia participativa? 

Consistente com o tema da conferência deste ano, um grande enfoque deste painel será a questão da descentralização, com artigos apresentando perspectivas etnográficas que chamam atenção 

à ressonância peculiar e pouco estudada entre a ênfase da democracia participativa na descentralização do poder do Estado –anunciada pelos teóricos democráticos como a expressão de vanguarda de uma política de esquerda radical ? e a lógica de descentralização dos discursos de sustentabilidade da economia e desenvolvimento neoliberal. 

Os artigos serão aceitos com base na submissão de um resumo curto (máximo de 250 palavras) descrevendo a pesquisa a ser apresentada. Cada palestrante terá de 10 a 15 minutos, com uma 

janela de tempo para feedback do artigo, assim como para discussões de assuntos emergentes mais amplos. Os artigos serão discutidos por Jeffrey Rubin, um acadêmico estudioso dos 

movimentos sociais, democracia e cidadania na América Latina, da Boston University.

JOAQUIM-FRANCISCO COELHO is the Nancy Clark Smith Professor of the Languages and Literature of Portugal & Professor of Comparative Literature in the Department of Romance Languages and Literatures at Harvard University. He is the author of numerous books including: Os meus Orfeus; Microleituras de Alvaro de Campos e outras investigações pessoanas; Manuel Bandeira pré-modernista; Minerações:  ensaios de crítica e vida literária; and Terra e família na poesia de Carlos Drummond de Andrade. Professor Coelho is currently teaching the courses "The Short Stories of Machado de Assis" and "Introduction to the Literature Of Brazil II," among others.

NICOLAU SEVCENKO is a Visiting Professor of Romance Languages and Literatures at Harvard University this Spring, teaching the courses "Popular Tradition as the Muse of Modern Brazilian Culture" and "Literature and the Plea for Compassionate Modernization in 20th-Century Brazil." Wednesday, March 23: "A Conversation on Brazilian History"

THOMAS SKIDMORE is the Carlos Manuel de Céspedes Professor of Modern Latin American History and Professor of Portuguese and Brazilian Studies Emeritus at Brown University and one of the best known interpreters of Brazil in the United States.  He is the author of numerous works including: Politics in Brazil 1930-1964: An Experiment in Democracy; Black Into White: Race and Nationality in Brazilian Thought; and The Politics of Military Rule in Brazil: 1964-1985, which are considered classics in the field of modern Brazilian history.  After obtaining his PhD at Harvard in 1960, Professor Skidmore taught here for several years.

KENNETH MAXWELL is Visiting Professor at Harvard's History 

Department and a Senior Fellow at DRCLAS.  This Spring semester he is teaching the courses "Turning Points in Brazilian History" and "Brazil Between Revolutions, 1776-1789."  His latest book is a recent new edition of the classic: Conflicts and Conspiracies: Brazil and Portugal 1750-1808, widely known in Brazil in translation as: A Devassa da Devassa.  Other books include: Naked Tropics, Essays on Empire and Other Rogues; Mais Malandros; Chocolate, Piratas e Outros Malandros; The Making of Portuguese Democracy; and Pombal: Paradox of the Enlightenment.

Thursday, April 7: "A Conversation on U.S.-Brazil Relations"

LINCOLN GORDON was U.S. Ambassador to Brazil from 1961 to 1966 and Assistant Secretary of State for Inter-American Affairs from 1966 to 1967. Prior to that he helped develop and negotiate President Kennedy's proposal for a generous program of economic and technical assistance under the rubric "Alliance for Progress."  Previously he had numerous years of government service in the UN Atomic Energy Commission, the Marshall Plan, and NATO.  Harvard Class of 1933 and a former Harvard professor at the Business School, Ambassador Gordon is currently a guest scholar at Brookings Institution.  He is the author of Brazil's 

Second Chance, En Route toward the First World, and he is now Working on a book of memoirs.

ELIO GASPARI is the Lemann Visiting Scholar at DRCLAS for Spring Term 2005.  Gaspari is one of today's most influential Brazilian columnists, writing for Folha de São Paulo, O Globo and ten other newspapers.  Since the publication of his first volume on Brazil's military regime, A Ditadura Envergonhada, he has been widely recognized as one of Brazil's leading historians and journalists.  He has published four volumes on the history of Brazil's dictatorial military regime including: A Ditadura Escancarada, A Ditadura Derrotada, and A Ditadura Encurralada. 

During his stay at Harvard, Gaspari is working on the fifth Volume of this series: A Ditadura Desmontada, which covers the period of 1978-79.

Wednesday: April 13: "A Conversation on Gender & Sexuality in Brazil"

JAMES GREEN is Associate Professor of History at Brown University. He is a former president of the Brazilian Studies Association (BRASA) and is now chair of the Committee on the 

Future of Brazilian Studies in the United States. Professor Green is the author of Beyond Carnival: Male Homosexuality in Twentieth-Century Brazil.  He is currently finishing the manuscript, 'We Cannot Remain Silent': Opposition to the Brazilian Military Dictatorship in the United States, 1964-85.

MALA HTUN is Assistant Professor of Political Science at the New School for Social Research.  She is the author of Sex and the State: Abortion, Divorce, and the Family Under Latin American 

Dictatorships and Democracies.  Professor Htun's current work focuses on the initiatives and responses that states take with regard to gender, race, and ethnicity.  She is currently finishing the manuscript, Sex, Race, and Representation: Getting Women, Blacks, and Indians into Political Power in Latin America.Professor Htun received a PhD in political science from Harvard University.

3.  Call for Papers:  (Un)Popular Brazilian Music:  Alternative Visions of Brazilian Musicality ********************************************************************************
Making use of a broad range of approaches, such as anthropology, critical theory, and ethnomusicology, this panel will explore some of the most widely circulated musical genres in Brazil – ironically, musical genres that have been little studied—such as funk, hip-hop, musica sertaneja (also known as Brazilian country music), forró, and música evangélica. 
The title of our panel underscores a contrast between these musical practices and the often-studied Música Popular Brasileira (Popular Brazilian Music, or MPB), an important genre that, despite its name, nonetheless continues to appeal primarily to a relatively cohesive group including the middle class, intellectuals, and cultural nationalists.  We will explore new ways of theorizing the "popular," eschewing dichotomies between North and South, commercial and traditional, authentic and foreign, considering the production of differing forms of brasilidade through alternative definitions of race, class, and geography.  We will also consider the way in which these Brazilian musicalities are enacted via everyday performance, analyzing the critical, countercultural, and sometimes even utopian dimensions of these forms of musicality that give them resonance for so many people.  (Due to the focus of our panel on little studied musical genres, we do not encourage submissions focusing on styles such as bossa nova, tropicália, or mangue)
